1. Iki iilke arasindaki ticari iligkiler ve karayolu tayimacilifindaki gelismeler konusunda
istatistiki bilgi teatisi;

Heyetler, 2012 yihnm ilk alti ayindaki ikili ticaret konusunda istatistiki veriler sunmuslar ve bu
dénemde ticaretin hafif bir diisiiy efiliminde oldugunu, bunun yil sona kadar dizelebilecegini
vurgulamglardir.

2012 yihmn ilk 6 aynda iki tilke tasimacilaninca gergeklestirilen karayolu tagimalarinin geligimi
degerlendirilmistir; buna gére, Romanya tarafi Romanya topraklarindaki Tirk kamyonlarinin
sayisinin 2012 yilinda 2011 yilina nazaran arttif bilgisini vermigtir. Romanya tarafi, Tiirk G¢tincii
iilke gecis belgeleri kotasimin kisa bir siire ierisinde bitecegini ifade etmigtir. Tiirk tarafi ise,
halihazirda Romen tagimacilar tarafindan heniiz kullamlmamig olan bes yiiz elli iki adet Uglincli
iilke gegis belgesinin bulundugunu agiklamustir.

Gegis belgesi kotasinin her iki iilkenin tagimacilanmin ihtiyacina uygun olarak belirlenmesinin,
ayrica gerekli olmas: halinde verilecek ilave kotaya iligkin sartlarin agik bir gekilde belirtilmesinin
her iki tarafin da karsilikli yararina olacag: vurgulanmstir.

hazirlanacaktir.

Romanya tarafi igin: 4,000 tigiincii {ilke gegis belgesi; bunlardan 3250 adeti halihazirda teati
edilmistir. Bakiye (750 gegis belgesi) belgeler ise iki hafta igerisinde hazirlanacaktir,

3. Karayoluyla Yolcu Tasimacilign

Taraflar, diizenli yolcu tagimacihigimn herhangi bir ciddi sorun yasanmadan gergeklestirildigini
teyit etmislerdir, ancak her iki iilkenin tagmacilannin ve halkinm diizenli yolcu tagimalarina
ilgisinin gittikge azaldig belirtilmistir. Bu nedenle, 2012 yilinda, iki iilke arasinda yeni tagimalar
igin izin belgesi verilmemistir. Romanya tarafi, Romanya ile Suriye arasinda gereklestirilen
tasimalar igin Tiirk tarafinin kendi topraklanindan transit gegis iznini uygun bir sekilde verdigini
belirtmistir.

Romanya tarafi, INTERBUS Sézlesmesinin EK 5’ine uygun olarak bu yilin bagindan itibaren Tiirk
tarafinca hazirlanan belgede sorun yasandigim, ancak bu sorunun amilan sozlesme cergevesinde
cozildiigiini ifade etmigtir.

4- Diger Hususlar

Romanya tarafi, Tiirk topraklarinda kargilasilan ve Romen tagimacilaninca bildirilen asagidaki
sorunlar hakkinda bilgi vermistir:

Rémork dahil, miisaade edilebilir toplam yiklii agirhg 3.5 tonu (hafif araglar) gegmeyen araglarin
biitiin gecis belgelerinden muaf tutulmasi, Romanya tarafi, ulusal mevzuata ve AB mevzuatina gore
bu araglarin karayolu tagimacilifi pazarina giriglerinde herhangi bir sartin aranmamasi gerektigini
ve bu araglarin herhangi bir kontrol igin durdurulamayacagin ifade etmistir. Tirk tarafi, sorunu
kaydetmigtir ve bir ay igerisinde goriisiinii iletecektir.



o Tasimann tiirli belirlenirken Tiirk ulagtirma makami, CMR ve giimriik belgelerinin disinda
genel olarak egyamn faturasimi dikkate almaktadir. Bu durumda, faturadaki bilgiler tasima
tiiriintin (dogrudan veya transit) belirlenmesinde kullamlmaktadir. Romanya tarafi, aym
kurah Tirk tapimacilarina uygulayacaktir. Tiirk tarafi, bunun tglincii iilke tagimalari
konusundaki ihlallerin engellenmesi amaciyla uygulamaya konuldugunu ve bu kuralin
herhangi bir ayrim yapilmaksizin biitiin {ilkelere uygulandigim agtklarmgtir.

e Romanya tarafi, hayvansal iiriinlerin Romanya’dan diger iilkelere Tirkiye izerinden
karayoluyla transit olarak taginabilme imkanna iliskin agiklama yapilmasini Tiirk tarafindan
resmi olarak talep edecektir.

Tiirk tarafi, asagidaki sorunlan giindeme getirmistir:

o Tirk tagimacilarma Romanya’da kesilen faturalarm KDV’sinin iade edilmesi. Akaryakit,
vignet, koprii vergileri vs. igin kesilen faturalarm KDV’sinin 2010 yilindan bu yana
alinamadig Tiirk tarafinca dile getirilmigtir. Bu baglamda, Tiirk tarafi bu konuda resmi
gortly almak {izere Romanya’daki yetkili makama (Maliye Bakanhg)) iletilmesi hususunda
Romanya tarafinin yardimini rica etmistir. Romanya tarafi, konunun netlesmesi igin Tiirk
tarafindan kargtlagilan sorunlar konusunda somut bilgi talebinde bulunmugtur. Romanya
yetkili makaminin cevabi diplomatik kanallardan Tiirk tarafina iletilecektir.

e Tirk tarafi, Romanya suur gegis noktasindaki yetkili makamn, smirdan giriste Tirk
kamyonlarimnin tartilmas sirasinda, aracin yapistnin uygun oldugu yerlerde, siiriictiniin akslar
Uzerindeki yiki yasal simrlamalara uygun olarak degistirmesine miisaade etmesini rica
etmistir. Bu sekilde, siiriicii araci tekrar tartirmadan 6nce Romanya topraklarindan ¢ikmak
zorunda kalmayacaktir,

Romanya tarafi, bu 6neriyi goriis almak iizere yetkili makama (Karayollan ve Ulusal Yollar Ulusal
Sirketi) iletecek ve buna gore Tiirk tarafim bilgilendirecektir.

Romanya tarafi, 4 Aralik 2011 tarihi itibariyle yeni olusturulan kurumun - Karayolu Trafigi
Kontroliinden Sorumlu Denetim Biriminin (ISCTR)- araglarmn teknik incelemesi de dahil olmak
tizere belgelerin, agirlik ve boyutun kontroliinde, Romanya topraklarinda trafik kontroliinden
sorumlu tek kurum oldugu bilgisini vermistir.

Toplant: dostane, agik ve yapici bir atmosferde gerceklestirilmistir.

Tiirk heyeti Romanya heyetini bir sonraki Karma Komisyon toplantis: miinasebetiyle Tiirkiye’ye
davet etmistir. Toplantiya iliskin kesin detaylar diplomatik kanallar aracilifiyla belirlenecektir.

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PROTOCOL

of the meeting of the Turkish - Romanian Joint Committee on Road Transport
held in Bucharest between the 2" and the 3" of October 2012

In accordance with the provisions of the bilateral Agreement on international road
transports signed in Bucharest on 9 June 1976, the meeting of the Turkish - Romanian
Joint Committee on Road Transport took place in Bucharest, between the 2™ and the 3 of
Octaber 2012.

After the introduction of both delegations, whose members are listed in the Annexes
hereto, the delegations agreed on the following agenda:

1. Exchange of statistical data concerning the development of trade relations and road
transport between the two countries;

2. Road Transport of goods;

3. Road Transport of passengers;

4. Other matters

1. Exchange of statistical data concerning the development of trade relations
and road transport between the two countries;

Noting the statistical data on bilateral trade for the first six months of the year 2012,
the two delegations emphasised the fact that the slight trend of trade decrease for this
period is circumstantial and could be recovered till the end of the year.

It was also mentioned the evolution of the road traffic performed by the hauliers of
the two countries in the first 6 months of the year 2012; according to this, the Romanian
side informed that the traffic of the Turkish lorries in the territory of Romania increased in
the year 2012 in comparison with the year 2011. The Romanian side pointed out that its |
quota of Turkish third countries permits is going to be finished in a short period of time.
The Turkish side explained that there are now five hundred and fifty two third country
permits unused by the Romanian hauliers.

2. Road Transport of goods;

it was underlined the mutual interest of the two sides for establishing the quota of
the permits in accordance with the needs of the hauliers of the two countries and for the
setting clear conditions which could govern the granting of the additional quota, in case of.
Thus, the two sides agreed as follows:



Forthe year 2012, it was settled the following additional permits:

For the Turkish side: 33,000 transit permits, without payment; 25,000 of them
have been already exchanged; the rest of 8,000 transit permits, valid for all categories of
vehicles, will be issued in two weeks' time.

For the Romanian side: 4,000 third countries permits, 3,250 of them have been
already exchanged. The rest of the remaining permits (750 permits) will be issued in two
weeks’ time.

Forthe year 2013, the preliminary quota is as follows:

For the Turkish side:

Transit permit without payment of complementary road user charges 29,000
Transit permit without payment of complementary road user charges valid for 7.00
EURO Il safe vehicles and above 000
Transit permit with payment of complementary road user charges (100 EUR/36 23.000
hours) ’
Transit permit with payment of complementary road user charges Unlimited

For the Romanian side:
Transit permit without payment of complementary road user charges 13,000
Transit permit without payment of complementary road user charges valid for 70
EURO 1li safe vehicles and above 000
3" country permit without payment of complementary road user charges 4,500

The two sides also agreed that:

e request of the parties for the additional permits will be evaluated in the ratio of 1/7 (one
third country permits for seven transit permits without payment) in case that there is need:
the Ro-Ro permits will be evaluated separately from this quota-system.

e transit permits with payment of complementary road user charges (100 EUR/36 hours)
will be delivered at request of the Turkish part, within the established quota.

» the validity of the permits issued for one year is prolonged till the end of January next
year.

3 Road Transport of passengers

The two sides confirmed that the passenger regular services are performed without
any serious problems, but it was mentioned the more decreasing interest of the hauliers
and the public of the two countries to perform road transport of passengers on regular
services. Thus, in the year 2012 there were not authorised any new services between the
two countries. The Romanian side shows that the Turkish side properly authorised the
transit of its territory for the service performed between Romania and Syria.

The Romanian side mentioned that at the beginning of this year there was a
problem with the document issued by the Turkish side in accordance with Annex 5 of the

INTERBUS Agreement, but the problem was solved in accordance -with the mentioned
agreement.



4. Other matters

The Romanian side informed the Turkish side on the following problems reporteq by
the Romanian carriers in the Turkish territory:

o the exception of any type of the permits for the vehicles with total permissible
laden weight, including trailer does not exceed 3,5 tonnes (light vehicles). The Romanian
Side mentioned that in accordance with its national and EU legislation these vehigles

~Should not meet any request concerning the access at the road transport market and they
can not be stopped for this kind of control. The Turkish side took note of the problem ang
will send its point of view in one month-time,

« on the identification of the type of transport, the Turkish transport authority takes
into consideration, mainly, the invoice of the goods, beside the CMR and customs
documents. In this case, the indication on the invoice is also used in establishing the type
of transport (direct or third countries). The Romanian side will apply the same rule in
relation with the Turkish carriers. The Turkish side explained that was put into force in
order to prevent violations in terms of third country transport operations and app Y this rule
to all countries without discrimination.

+ Romanian side will officially request to the Turkish side its support for clarify the
possibility of transiting Turkey by road of the animal products from Romania to the other
countries.

The Turkish side raised the following problems:

e The returning of the VAT of the invoices issued in Romania for the Turk;sh
hauliers. There were mentioned the VAT on the invoices for fuel, vignette, bridge taxes,
etc. which were not recovered by the Turkish side since 2010. In this line, the Turkish side
asked the Romanian side to support its approach by addressing to the competent
Romanian authority (Ministry of Finance) in view to have an official point of view in thig
field. The Romanian side asked the Turkish side to provide the concrete problems faced,
as to have a clear question in this matter. The reply of the Romanian competent authority
will be sent to the Turkish side through diplomatic channels.

~ & The Turkish side claimed the possibility of the Romanian border Crossing point
authority on weighting operation of the Turkish lorries in the entry borders to let the driver
to replace the loading on axles as to meet the legal figures, when the construction of the
_vehicles allow it. By this, it will be avoided the compulsoriness of the driver to exit the
territory of Romania before being weighting again.
The Romanian side will forward this proposal to the competent authority (National
Company for Motorways and National Roads) in view to receive its point of view: thek
Romanian side will inform the Turkish side, accordingly.

The Romanian side informed that starting with the 04 December 2011, the newly
created authority — the Inspectorate for Controiling of the Road Traffic - ISCTR is the only
authority responsible for the traffic control within the territory of Romania, for the contro of
documents, weight and dimensions. as well as technical inspections of the vehicies.

The meeting was held in a friendly, open and constructive atmosphere.
The Turkish delegation invited the Romanian delegation to Turkey on the occasion
of the next meeting of the Joint Committee. Concrete details will be set through diplomatic

channels.
